Yard Waste & Curbside Chipping
Place cut ends toward street. Bundle brush with string.
Bills will be sent for chipping in excess of 5 minutes.
Curbside Chipping is NOT intended for tree removal.




GUIDELINES FOR RECYCLING

Per the Village of Edgar Mandatory Recycling Ordinance, the following information applies to single-family and
2-4 family residences. Business and apartment buildings may have different guidelines.
